They were sent back to
their home towns/villages revived and strengthened in the
Word.

Our IREF evangelists, Bible ladies, and staff prayed and
fasted for the Believer's Retreat every week during the
summer (March-May) leading up to the retreat.

The Believer's Retreat was a small little seed that was
sown over 20 years ago to bring all of the new believers
back to IREF after the January Youth Conference &
Gospel meetings and also to invite many people from
the village meetings that our IREF pastors hold in their
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local areas - and it's amazing to see how God has con-
tinued to be faithful in bringing more and more people to
Him.

the retreat the first night. Wednesday evening, IREF held
a prayer and dedication of the new school year. We have
many new students this year, so please pray that they
grow in Christ, learn of His love and great gift of
Salvation. New students flocked at the entrance of IREF
seeking admission. Those from the poorest, marginal-
ized families as well as those from broken families are
given top priority. The school children, once admitted
will be under the total care of IREF. They stay in the IREF
homes/orphanages and attend the school.
