The IREF seminar in Tirupati was held at the end 
of October to encourage the local pastors to keep their heads high, and their eyes looking to Jesus, and guiding others 
to do the same. IREF evangelists, Bible ladies and pastors are working hard to bring the light of Christ to this village and 
provide a source of encouragement to their fellow pastors and friends in various villages and districts.  

Many pastors from the Tirupati area recommitted their lives to Christ.  Many came forward and shared their response 
to the seminar with tears. Many were encouraged and also went back to their villages heavy hearted and burdened to 
save souls for the kingdom of God. As IREF carries on this burden to reach out to pastors, please pray as we strengthen 
these pastors’ ministries and provide encouragment in fulfilling their task for the kingdom. During these seminars it is 
emphasized to evangelists, Bible ladies and church elders that they must live in Christ and stand firm in spreading the 
word of God throughout their villages.

This is a message of freedom, of unity and of hope to be 
told that all are equal in the eyes of God is a novel notion 
for so many here in India. That message Rev. Rebba took 
to villages over 60 years ago is the same message being 
brought to thousands more throughout the area by IREF 
pastors, evangelists and Bible ladies.
