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December 2013 I feel blessed...as I always feel after returning 
from an IREF visit. 2 Corinthians 9:8  - And God is able to 
bless you abundantly, so that in all things at all times, 
having all that you need, you will abound in every good 
work.

How could I possibly know the full weight of this verse 
on my first IREF visit in 1986?  It was my privilege to 
be a part of the first U.S. team to visit the ministry.  We 
arrived in Repalle to see two thatch-roofed huts, serving 
as a church, a school and home to six orphans.  Today, 
with over 4,000 students, and over 600 church plants, the ministry of IREF has affected thousands of lives.   
Giving hope, and bringing the light of Jesus to an area that previously had little or no Christian witness.

The reason for my recent visit was to bring video equipment and provide training so that IREF can continue to 
broadcast their Sunday morning service across India.  The response to the broadcast thus far has been very 
encouraging- with many decisions to follow Christ.  My excitement on this trip was even greater in bringing my two 
youngest kids.  Seeing them participate in the ministry, my daughter Tessa through teaching, and my son Tim through 
producing a film for IREF, really encouraged my heart.  And seeing them experience the ministry and the country of 
India for the first time brought me back to my first visit.

While we were there we heard many testimonies of people whose lives 
were affected by this vital ministry.  One day we were in Repalle buying 
fruit, and a woman came up to Dee Rebba and told her how IREF had 
changed her life.  She was a student in both the high school and the 
nursing college.  Today she is married and working at a local hospital.  
She said that coming from her family’s poor background, she would have 
never had the opportunity she has been given were it not for IREF.  We 
heard many other stories like hers during our trip, and after so many 
years of working with IREF it was so encouraging.

One day, I had the opportunity to speak at IREF’s technical school. 
About 200 young college-age men have the opportunity there to learn 
an electrical, engine, or tool shop trade.  This school gives them job 

opportunities in fields where they can earn a decent wage.  I was very impressed with the facility, teachers and 
students - all very eager to learn and progress in their skills.

I am so impressed when I see the way IREF not only shares the gospel, but loves people 
at their point of need.  Whether it is relief help in the aftermath of a monsoon, education, 
housing and care for orphans, or church planting in remote villages, the people of IREF 
have built a community of caring and love.  They have a reputation in the area of selfless 
support and honesty- a shining light.  

As I look back over 27 years of partnering with this ministry, I can truly say it has been 
one of the best investments of my life.

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Financial Accountability It is with great sadness that we start to say goodbye to one of  
our blessed Institutional partners as they reduce child sponsorship for over 200 hundred children for the  
2014-2015 Fiscal Year.  Due to continued conflicts with the India Government, this partner of over 20 years 
 has made a tough decision to phase out support for IREF by 2016.  Religious oppression is real in India  
and working aggressively from a Government level to intimidate those who try to promote Christianity in a  
predominantly hindu country.  In light of this change, I ask that you will keep IREF in your prayers for decisions 
that will be made that impact the ministry’s ability to obtain new child sponsors to replace this funding partner.   
I truly believe that God has a perfect plan and his only request is for us to meditate on the His Word and  
remain obedient.  I know the Holy Spirit is working through many disciple’s hearts to provide sponsorship  
for the children previously supported by our loyal partner.  I have hope in Christ that the children who lost  
their sponsor for 2014-2015 will find sponsorship so they can continue their studies at IREF.
